Adhering to a given design to produce an artefact from wood (Artefact Number 1 of 2)
Guidelines:

You will follow the drawings provided by your tutor to make the artefact. In making the artefact you will:
· Demonstrate appropriate safety, health and personal hygiene procedures, including in the maintenance of tools and equipment
· Interpret the drawings to calculate the dimensions of the components making up the artefact, prepare a cutting list and identify appropriate materials to make the artefact
· Use appropriate measuring and marking out tools and cut the wood to given specifications
· Identify the correct hand tools required and use them appropriately when making the artefact

· Identify the correct cordless tools required and use them appropriately when making the artefact

· Identify the correct power tools required and use them appropriately when making the artefact
· Stabilise and complete the artefact using appropriate means

· Demonstrate the ability to use correct language and terminology to describe processes, tools and equipment
