Other Accommodations

In addition to the guidelines listed above it is important to note that it is essential that consideration be given to the physical environment that the student is required to do the exam in. While some of these considerations may not be explicitly named in the accommodations that a student requires it is essential that these elements be put in place to allow the student to complete the exam with minimum difficulty. Such considerations are:

· Is the building / room accessible to all students?

· Is the room easy to locate?

· Are there accessible toilets in the building?

· Are there enough sockets in the room for the Assistive Technology being used?

· Is the desk space adequate for the student’s requirements?

It is necessary to consider these questions when planning the locations for exams universally and for students that require specific examination accommodations and it is fundamental part of these policy guidelines that these questions be addressed at the planning stages of organising any college exams.
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
